The Fatherhood Foundation is making history in Australia pioneering innovative fatherhood education.  ‘Good to Great’ is the Fatherhood Foundation’s practical answer to the growing problem of fatherlessness in Australia.  The course commenced during Australia’s Innovation Week festival and is believed to be the first of its kind in Australia and perhaps the world.  

‘Good to Great’ is all about challenging men to embrace excellence in fathering.  ‘Good to Great’ is an 8 week course filled with practical assignments such as writing letters of appreciation to family members, fun activities with your children and a romantic night away with your wife (included in the cost of the course).  Good to Great has featured some of the best speakers on fatherhood in Australia.  Dr Bruce Robinson from Perth, WA, the author of bestselling ‘Fathering from the Fast Lane’, was one speaker along with Adrienne Burgess, author of ‘Fatherhood Reclaimed’, from the UK.  Adrienne was also the keynote speaker along with Pru Goward at the Fatherhood Foundation’s ‘National Strategic Conference on Fatherhood’ at Parliament House last year.

The ‘Good to Great’ Fatherhood Mentoring Course will be released nationally as funding becomes available.  The impact of the course on the fathers who attended can be seen below:
