The Iemma Government is pushing through a bill to rob children of their biological natural male inheritance by deleting the word 'father' from birth certificate. 

The Miscellaneous Acts Amendment (Same Sex Relationships) Bill 2008 is scheduled for debate tomorrow, Tuesday 3rd June 2008. The Bill will radically altar 57 pieces of legislation. Warwick and Alison Marsh are convening the Dads4kids Forum to give the mothers and fathers of NSW a chance to speak on behalf of their children.

Warwick Marsh said, "The Iemma Government wants to sacrifice our children on the altar of political correctness. Fatherlessness has been shown to cause hurt to our children: increased levels of child abuse, increased levels of sexual abuse, increased levels of homicide and accidental death and increased levels of drug addiction are just a few of the difficulties faced by those left fatherless.  Children need both a father and a mother. Fatherless ness costs Australia over 13 billion dollars per year. Why add to that cost?"
Alison Marsh said, "It takes a male and a female to create a child. Mothers are important but cannot replace the role of a father. The proposed legislation is set to affect the rights of the father, not the mother and as such every dad in NSW should be concerned. This is discrimination of the largest minority group in this country. Men represent 49.2% of the population and should not be discriminated against. Existing legislation already takes care of those who have differing needs. There is no need to change legislation in any way."
