TO THE SENATE COMMITTEE ON MARRIAGE
The Fatherhood Foundation would like to thank you for the opportunity to present our case to keep marriage between a man and woman excluding all others voluntarily entered into for life.  The Fatherhood Foundation is also passionate to support the right of children to both a mother and a father.  Anything less than this is a grave injustice.  Our children’s rights are not ours to give away.  To steal these rights is both morally and socially reprehensible.  Adoption of children by homosexual couples is the ultimate betrayal of our children and hypocrisy of the highest order. 

Marriage needs the full protection and support of our government.  The introduction of homosexual marriage in Norway and the Netherlands has demeaned marriage to the point that in both these countries there has been a huge increase in cohabitation.  Cohabitation is not the functional equivalent of marriage and has numerous harmful effects both on relationships and the children concerned.  This is clearly documented in point 2 page 5 of the document ‘Twenty-One Reasons Why Marriage Matters’.  The other disastrous effect on the destruction of marriage is the increase in fatherlessness which according to The 12pt Plan (as per enclosed attachment) is Australia’s most harmful demographic trend.  In fact many researchers would indicate that homosexuality is often related to fatherlessness, or a dominant and overbearing mother influence, or in many cases a mixture of both.  To legislate for homosexual adoption and marriage would further increase the statistics of fatherlessness in our nation.  The heartbreak from the homosexual father wound would become much worse. 

Mr Mark Latham, the Leader of the Opposition, lamented Australia’s crisis in masculinity early this year at Australia’s National Press Club.  The move to legalise homosexual marriage or civil unions would only add to the already confused state of our masculinity in the nation as a whole.  Children receive their identification from their father and to deprive children of this right is to rob them of their identity and their sense of well being that comes from positively involved fathering and mothering.  We know that because of various reasons a percentage of children have to grow up without a father, but to force this upon them through homosexual marriage or adoption is an aberration beyond belief.  To claim that marriage discriminates is absolutely correct.  Not all discrimination is wrong.  We discriminate when we eat good food instead of bad food.  We discriminate when we make a decision to lead a healthy lifestyle instead of an unhealthy lifestyle.  We choose the kind of friends we want to have.  We choose the kind of occupation we wish to be employed in.  To argue that marriage is discriminatory is a nonsensical argument.  Two three year olds cannot marry, three men cannot marry, nor can a brother and a sister.

Anal sex or sodomy brings with it hundreds of disease, not the least of which is AIDS.  The reality is that homosexual men die anywhere between 8 years to 25 years faster than the majority of the population.  Homosexual sex has proven to be environmentally unsound.  If corporations persisted in such deviant and unhealthy behaviour, they would be called to account in the courts and by the government.  The people of Australia would demand an immediate change on the basis of social justice alone.  To perpetuate the myth of homosexual ‘safe’ sex is hypocrisy of the most blatant kind.  It only serves to destroy our homosexual friends who need our protection.  However when courts and parliaments use twisted logic and absurd ‘anti-discrimination’ laws to redefine marriage to include all possible permutations and combinations of people, they put the fragile fabric of society – whose basis is the traditional family – at great risk.
